IMMEDIATELY FOLLOWING SURGERY:

BLEEDING:
Bite down gently but firmly on the gauze packs that have been placed over the surgical areas,
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PAIN:
In most cases, discomfort after oral surgery is usually moderate in nature and lasts a few days.

Please discontinue ice application after 24 hours. Apply warm compresses to the skin overlying
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
